Declarations of Protective Covenants
Mary’s Lake Addition

Part A. (Preamble)
This Declaration, made on the date hereinafter set forth by Mary’s Lake LLC,

hereinafter referred to as “Declarant™,

WHEREAS, Franklin W. Salb, Sr., Franklin W, Salb, Jr., and Justin L. Salb, on
behalf of Mary’s Lake LLC, hereinafter referred to as “owners”, are the owners of the
following described real estate in Douglas County, Kansas:

Whereas, Declarant is the owner of certain property in the City of Lawrence,
Douglas County, State of Kansas, which is more particularly described as Lots 1 —39 in
Mary’s Lake Addition.

Part B. (Fully Protected Residential Area)

B-1  Now therefore, Declarant hereby declares that all of the properties described
above shall be held, sold and conveyed subject to the following easements, restrictions,
covenants, and conditions, which are for the purpose of protecting the value and
desirability of, and which shall run with, the real property and be binding on all parties
having any right, title, or interest in the described properties or any part thereof, their

heirs, successors and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of each owner thereof.

B-2 {“‘D“-'I!El_'”, “Pl‘ﬂpﬂﬂiﬂﬂ”, “Easements“, “L{)tﬂﬂ, “Li"r’i]lg UllitS”)

B-2A  "Owner” shall mean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more persons
or entities, of a fee simple title to any lot which is part of the properties, including
contract sellers, but excluding those having such interest merely in security for the
performance of an obligation unless they have acquired title to a lot pursuant to

foreclosure of any proceeding in lieu thereof.



B-2B “Properties” shall mean and refer to that certain real property hereinafter
described, and such additions thereto as may hereinafter be brought within the
jurisdiction of the Declarant.

B-2C “Easement for Public or Private Road” shall mean and refer to those areas of land
shown on the recorded plat of the properties designated thereon, and intended to be
devoted to the common use by members for the private or public roads, parking and for

utilities easements.

B-2D “Easements for Pedestrian Way™ shall mean and refer to those areas of land
shown on the recorded plat of the properties designated thereon as “Pedestrian and Utility
Easements”, and intended to be devoted to the common use by pedestrian walkways and

for utility easements.

B-2E  “Lot” shall mean and refer to any of the lots shown on the recorded plat of the
properties and to such other lots that may become subject to the jurisdiction of the
Declarant.

B-2F “Living Unit” shall mean and refer to any portion of a building situated upon the

Properties designed and intended for use and occupancy as a residence by a single family.

B-3  (“Architectural Control Committee, Membership and Procedure™)

B-3A  “Membership” The Architectural Control Committee is composed of Franklin W.
Salb, Sr., Franklin W. Salb, Jr., and Justin L. Salb. One signature by any member of the
committee is required for approval. IN the event of death or resignation of any member
of the committee, the remaining member or members shall have full authority to
designate a successor. Neither the member nor members of the committee, nor its

designated representative shall be entitled to any compensation for services performed



pursuant to this covenant. The Architectural Control Committee may alter or change any

requirements contained in this declaration at any time and without prior notice.

B-3B “Procedure” The Committee’s approval or disapproval as required in these
covenants shall be in writing. IN the event that the Committee, o r its designated
representative fails to approve or disapprove within ten days after plans and
specifications have been submitted to the Architectural Control Committee then plans
will automatically be approved.

B-4  (“Livestock and Poultry™) No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be
raised, bred, or kept on any lot, except that dogs, cats, or household pets may be kept

provided that they are not kept, bred, or maintained for any commercial purposes.

B-5  (“Garbage and Refuse™) No lot shall be used or maintained as dumping ground
for rubbish. Trash, garbage, or other waste shall not be kept except in sanitary
containers. All incinerators or other equipment for the storage or disposal of such
material shall be enclosed and all other enclosures shall be built in any architecturally
designed manner which is in keeping with the adjacent structure. Compost bins however
will be allowed as long as the bin is in keeping with the surrounding structures and is not
more than six feet in width and eight feet in length. Changes from the requirement shall
be made only with the approval of the Architectural Control Committee.

B-6  (“Pergolas Prohibited™) No pergola, or any detached structure, may be erected
on any part of any said lots without the consent, in writing, of the Architectural Control

Committee.
B-7  (“Restrictions on Fences and Vehicles™)
B-7A (“Fences”) No fences or enclosures of any type or nature whatsoever shall be

constructed, erected, placed, or maintained on or about any lot except such fences or

enclosures as may be authorized by this document. Any variation from the prescribed
